Performance Ring Class Rule Definitions

Halter
Open to all breeds horse and ponies

Novice Division

Novice is defined as an exhibitor who has
competed three circuit years or less or
has won less than ten first place ribbons
lifetime in the judged style of riding.
Exhibitors must show in Novice
Showmanship and at least three
additional performance classes that are
designated for the division to be eligible
for daily/year-end high point awards.

Walk-Trot 10 & Under Division

Open to exhibitors 10 yrs of age and
under. Exhibitors must show in
Showmanship 10 & Under and at least
three additional 10 & Under classes to
qualify for daily/year-end high point
awards. Exhibitors may not show in any
other performance classes except the 10
& Under classes and Jackpot Walk-Trot.
Riders may change horse for year end
awards. Points stay with Rider.

Adult Division

Open to amateur exhibitors 18 yrs of age
and older. Exhibitors must show in Adult
Showmanship and at least three
additional performance classes that are
designated for the division to be eligible
for daily/yearend high point awards.

Non Pro All Ages Walk Trot

Open to exhibitors 17 yrs of age and
under OR adult nonprofessionals. Open
to Western or English attire. Exhibitors
must show in all classes in the division to
be eligible for daily/year-end high point
awards. Exhibitors in this division may
not show in any other performance
classes except the Jackpot Walk-Trot
classes.

Non Stock Type Division

Horse is of predominantly Arabian,
Andalusian and/or Morgan breeding
suitable for Saddle, Andalusian, Hackney
or Tennessee Walking Horse breeding,
displaying high head carriage and
animated, high action of these breeds.
Exhibitors must show in the Non Stock
Type Halter class and at least three
performance classes in the division to be
eligible for daily/year-end high point
awards.

Youth Division

Open to exhibitors 17 yrs of age and
under. Exhibitors must show in Youth
Showmanship and at least three
additional performance classes that are
designated for the division to be eligible
for daily/year end high point awards.

Jackpot Classes

Class fee is $20.00, $10.00 added back
for each horse. Open to all riders
Minimum of 5 riders for payoff: 1% 50%,
2" 25%, 3™ 15%, 4™ 10%.
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
